CALIFORNIA JUDGES SUPPORT COURT REPORTERS

The Sacremento (Calif.) Bee continued to get responses to an article
on replacing court reporters with electronic recording from Febru-
ary 14. On March 8, the Hon. Matthew ]. Gary, a family law
judge for the Sacramento Superior Court, responded that the as-
sertion that electronic recording worked in the past is “historical
fiction.” Gary wrote, “Court reporting by a certified shorthand

reporter is far more advanced and efficient than electronic re-
cording. Reporters produce a more precise, clear, and certain
record. That is what an official record should be—precise, clear, and certain.”

Another editorial, published March 18, also defended the coice of court reporters over
electronic recording devices. The Hon. William Hamlin of Fresno County Superior
Court wrote: “[E]lectronic recording cannot replace court reporters altogether. That is
not because we’ve been bullied by the reporters’ union, but because due process de-
mands an accurate record. Compare a transcript recreated from a recording to one pre-
pared by a skilled court reporter before you incorrectly label reporters expensive and

inefficient.

HARKIN PROPOSES NEW CAPTIONING LEGISLATION

On March 13, Sen. Tom Harkin of lowa introduced two new bills related to captioning.
The first bill, “Captioning and Image Narration to Enhance Movie Accessibility Act” (or
the CINEMA Act), would require every movie theater with two or more screens to pro-
vide captioning as well as video description. The second bill would require that airlines

providing movies and other entertainment make captions available to customers.
